Important Information Regarding Your Application

We appreciate your interest in returning to the American University in Bulgaria. · non-refundable $25 application fee;

· at least one recommendation from someone (employer, teacher) who can comment on your activities since you were last enrolled

· an personal statement concerning readmission

If you plan to seek financial assistance to attend AUBG, please be sure to complete the Financial Aid Form.  Financial aid is available only to full-time, degree-seeking students.

Application Deadlines


Applicants for readmission are urged to submit their application no later than June 1 for the fall semester and November 1 for the spring.

Application Fee
